SEALIFE has a new camera. The Mini II Dive and Sport camera is an upgrade on a previous model. It is waterproof to 130 feet with a new grip and control. The Easy-Setup guide ensures the camera is set up correctly for pictures on land and water. It is not the camera that the DC 1200 is as it does not have an external strobe. The lens is also not as good. The cost is great though at $259.95 ready to go. This is not a housed camera but a totally waterproof camera. There is a wide angle lens available for it.
The Bella and Ladyhawk BCD’s with pink trim are in. We also have pink fins and masks. Pink 80 cubic foot tanks are on order but not in yet. 
EQUIPMENT TEST:  Tested several LED lights from various manufacturers. All gave a bright light although some lasted longer. Remember a narrow beam is good for reading gauges in mucky water or checking out crevices, but you need a wide beamed light for really seeing anything on night dives.
NAUI/PADI/SDI/TDI/ NEWS
All agencies will be at DEMA 2-6 November. This year it is being held in Orlando. I had initially planned on passing this year, but will go for three days to attend some seminars. Will let you know if anything new is introduced during the show.

What is actually meant by the term Hogarthian and how does it differ from GUE’s DIR rigging and NAUI’s NTEC rigging?
Hogarthian is a method of rigging that requires a DIN double manifold that can isolate one side from the other. Each valve has a regulator mounted and can independently access both tanks. The system uses minimize methodology and uses just one SPG on the left post regulator. The right post regulator holds the primary and a BCD inflator. This system allows for a great degree of redundancy.
